STRIKERS CUP TOURNAMENT 2011

TEAM CHECK-IN INFORMATION
PLEASE READ PRIOR TO CHECK-IN

We are excited to get the Strikers Cup Tournament underway for 2011! You will need the
following information when checking your team in for play in our tournament. Please read
carefully and thoroughly.

Out-of-State teams: You will need to check-in your team 1-2 hours prior to your first game at
Tournament Headquarters (pavilion) at Ellison Park. You must bring an official roster, cards for
all players and coaches, player registration forms, guest player forms, and travel papers. You
must obtain travel papers through your governing association and provide a copy for the
tournament committee to keep. An email copy is acceptable.

UYSA teams: As of July 15", NEW policy and procedures for tournament check-in were put in
place and all teams were accepted into the 2011-2012 gaming league. The following are the
steps you need to take:

1. Make sure all of your current players are registered through UYSA/Affinity and all players
have photos uploaded into the system. If not, please contact your registrar immediately to get
this done. All players' and coaches' photos must also be uploaded into the system and must
show-up on the roster. All guest players must be included on the roster.

2. A team manager/coach must sign into the Affinity system through the UYSA website (member
login) and print a travel/tournament roster from the Affinity system.

3. Once signed-in, you will be on "My Account" page. Under "Teams" click on the "Edit" link to
the right of the team name.

4. Click on the travel roster tab and then "Create New Request".

5. Fill out the following tournament information:

6. You should now see your current roster. You can delete administrators and players on the
red X next to the administrators/players name. You can add guest players and tournament
only players (you will need player code - each player is given a player code once they are
registered). SAVE and CONTINUE.

7. Select the "Review and Submit" tab.

8. If you have a guest player or tournament player, the status will say borrowed. ALL GUEST
PLAYERS MUST HAVE A "SPECIALTY PLAYER ACTION FORM" with their coach's signature.
TOURNAMENT ONLY players are not considered guest players and do not need the "Specialty
Player Action Form". Tournament Rules limit guest players to 2 for U9 and U10, 3 for U11, and
4 for U12-U18.

9. Click the "Submit Application” button.

10. Roster will be created with photos and you can now print copies for the tournament. They
DO NOT have to be printed in color. Black & white copies are acceptable.

11. Please print SIX (6) copies and bring to check-in. All copies will be stamped for approval at
check-in. ONE (1) copy will be kept by the tournament committee and the other FIVE (5) copies
will be given back to you. You will be required to bring ONE (1) copy to each game played
during our tournament.

Early check-in will be held on Monday, August 15", 6:00-8:00 p.m. at Tournament Headquarters
(pavilion) at Ellison Park (775 South 2200 West, Layton). Check-in will also be held on
Tuesday, August 16™, at least one hour prior to your first game. Please bring the following:

» SIX (6) Official UYSA rosters

» Signed medical release/waiver for each player (UYSA Participant Registration Form)

» Signed UYSA “Specialty Player Action Form” for each guest player (all sections filled out
completely)

» Travel papers for out-of-state (non-UYSA) teams

Please put all player documentation in alphabetical order. Once check-in is complete, rosters
will be considered permanent. Your team will NOT be approved to play until ALL documentation
has been provided.
